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From the Desk of Our Associate Pastor …. 

 

Generosity 
 
The word that comes to my mind with this Sunday’s 
readings is generosity.  Another word that goes well 
with this word is magnanimous, which means, “big 
souled.”  Generosity comes through a magnanimous 
soul, one that is high and expansive, forgiving, and 
giving with joy.   
 
Our Isaiah reading tells us that God is generous to 
repentant sinners, which comes from a magnanimity 
that rises beyond us like the heavens from the earth.  
The invitation to us is to “seek the Lord while He may be found.”   God has implanted 
within all of us a “search engine” that is always active, hard at work seeking the 
fulfillment our souls so deeply desire.  Unfortunately, we often squander this energy on 
lesser things and wander far from God in our search.  This passage promises us that 
when we turn our searching hearts towards God, He will receive us with generosity and 
forgiveness.   
 
St. Paul expresses his deepest desire that “Christ will be magnified in my body, whether 
by life or death.”  As Christ offered His body for us, so we offer our bodies to the Father 
and each other with a magnanimity that compliments Jesus, in both life and death.  
Think of it; we tend to keep our bodies to ourselves, for our own purposes, often not 
offering ourselves with generosity to others.  St. Paul lived for others, and he lived it 
through his body! 
 
I love the parable for this Sunday of the workmen who were called successively at 6:00 
AM, 9:00 AM, 12:00 PM 3:00 PM, and then finally at 5:00 PM one hour before the whistle.  
Those who worked all day were outraged when the landowner gave the same wages to 
the ones who worked only one hour.  The point is that we who work from the beginning 
in God’s kingdom should be so magnanimous to be joyful for the good fortune of those 
newly hired and receive as much or even more than we do.  Generosity like this is its 
own reward!  
 
Oh, the beauty of God’s Kingdom!  It is filled with magnanimous people who spend 
themselves for others just as Jesus did for us.  Let us seek God and His generosity, truly 
rejoicing in the good fortune of others, knowing that we cannot lose when every day 
there is a feast with Jesus.
