What Am I Feeling?
Our emotions are a gift from God that can help us know how 
to respond to potentially unsafe situations. They can also help 
us recognize whether someone is worthy of our trust. Even if 
what we are feeling is unclear, we can still try to pay attention 
to what our emotions may be signaling.

It is never your fault if an adult hurts you or puts you in a 
situation that is unsafe. Secrets about these interactions are 
unsafe secrets and should be told to a trustworthy adult as soon 
as possible.

An adult . . . My Emotions

buys you something you want that your parents 
can’t or won’t buy for you.

encourages you to lie to your parents about your 
interactions with him or her.

watches you while you are changing your clothes.

texts or messages you directly and asks you not to 
tell anyone.

contacts you through an app or online game.

says you will make him or her sad if you don’t do 
something that you know isn’t right.

threatens to tell something private that you shared 
about yourself if you don’t do what he or she says.

tries to wrestle with you or rub your neck and back.
