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From the Desk of Our Pastor ...

Our New Vision Statement

After much prayerful processing, our church leadership, the Parish
Pastoral council, and staff believe God has led us to a new vision
statement that we are going to unveil this week of Pentecost. It is a
vison we all can rally around, a vision which describes our united
purpose. It is, “Saint Joseph Catholic Church will be the Spiritual,
Morval, and Social Heart of Eldersburg/Sykesville through
encounters with Jesus Christ.”

First, notice the change from “Community” to “Church.” Technically, our legal name is “Saint
Joseph’s Sykesville Roman Catholic Congregation.” Evidently, the church unofficially decided
on “community” in the 1980s to be welcoming to those on the outside who did not respond
well to the word “church.” Welcoming remains vital to our vision, but we must be clear about
who we are. We are more than a community, and we are not just one community among
others. We are the one true and historic sacramental body of believers within the community
of Eldersburg/Sykesville, an area called a “parish.” We are the parish church that offers
salvation to our parish community.

Second, we must see ourselves as the spiritual heart of our parish. Our church is not just a
building, but sacred space of spiritual encounter. That is why we beatify and make our sacred
space holy and special, because God dwells here in our sacraments and sanctuary. The space,
as well as our masses, must inspire our hearts upward in worship. It is here that God’s holy
Word is faithfully opened, and the doctrines of the historic Church Universal are faithfully
taught.

Third, we must be the moral heart of our parish. Our culture has all but lost its moral
compass, and we as Catholics must authentically live out the life of Christ as He did, holy and
pure of body and heart. We must not be afraid to challenge our culture with the directness of
Jesus and with His compassion. We must embrace all Catholic moral teaching, for the Church,
the Body of Christ, is the authority of what it means to be truly human. This is why we created
our program, “Bearing the Beams of Love,” with which we should all be familiar.

Finally, we must aspire to be the social heart of our parish. A Catholic is not of this world but
is planted in it. We aspire to live among people as Jesus lived among all types of people,
providing for their physical needs, but also for their social needs of friendship and fellowship.
We must become the “happening place” where everyone in the parish knows there is true love,
joy, peace, and hope.

We are rolling this new vision statement out to the congregation this Sunday on Pentecost, for
we are deeply aware that we, in and of ourselves, cannot possibly fulfill it apart from the
power of the Holy Spirit. I hope we will all be inspired together to move ahead with great
expectation and joy!
