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From the Desk of Our Pastor ...

Prayer

I’'m not sure if I ever met someone satisfied with their
prayer life. When we consider what St. Paul says about
praying without ceasing, most of us must honestly say
that we could do a lot better. We would all be
astonished if there was some “playback” of our
thoughts on a recorder documenting our meandering
thoughts throughout the day that have little or nothing
to do with God. And when we do pray, at home or at
Mass, it is hard to keep the interior quiet; chattering
monkeys swing from limb to limb in the forests of our
brains.

What do we do? It is essential that we understand, first and foremost, what prayer is.
St. Augustine wrote a lengthy letter to a holy woman named Proba on prayer, and
ultimately, he teaches that prayer is an orientation toward God driven by desire. Words
are used sparingly; they are hooks, so to speak, to hang our thoughts on. Desire rides
not only on words, but tears, and even on silence. Not too many of us will have a back-
and-forth conversation like Abraham had with God in our Old Testament reading this
week. But we do note that prayer is a two-way street; God’s desire to communicate with
us, and our desire to communicate with God.

The purpose of prayer is to achieve union with God, which is beyond words. The Lord’s
Prayer springs out to us from Jesus' own prayer life, adapted for us. As we look at each
phrase, we see beneath them all a union of wills. Prayer is the fight to align our unruly
wills with God. Prayer can be messy. When our wills are finally in union, the soul is said
to be “recollected.”

Prayer takes many forms. There are those so devoted to the rosary that they make
others feel guilty for not praying it. They seem to forget that it was not prayed for
during the first 1,500 years of Church history. Spending substantial time in Holy
Scriptures is a form of prayer; it is driven by a deep desire to hear God in His Word. I
have spoken before about the “Jesus Prayer.” Sitting in silence before holy objects,
preferably by candlelight, recollects the soul. So does walking out in nature, sitting by a
babbling brook, and taking in the beauty of creation with a heart turned up to the
Creator. For that matter, listening to music can be a form of prayer.

We see that the possibilities are endless; perhaps we do pray more than we think.
