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From the Desk of Our Pastor ...

Priority #1 Encounter

Our first mission priority is and must be “encounter
with God.” Without an encounter with God, our spiritual
and ecclesial life is not alive, nothing is real. Every Pope
since Vatican II has stressed encounters as essential and
fundamental to our faith. But what is an encounter?
How does it happen? How can encounter be in the
hearts and on the lips of everyone in our church?

To begin with, we must go to the Scriptures. Every
servant of God in both Old and New Testaments, had,
what we may say, a life-changing, soul-forming
engagement with God. Whether it be Abraham, Moses,
the Blessed Mother Mary, or St. Paul, God broke into their little worlds and blew open
the gates of their souls to great things. With each of these encounters, there was always
a promise, always “something” impossible to achieve on a mere human level, and the
soul grasps onto these promises with faith. Wherever there is faith, there is a promise
to believe in. Living by these promises elevates the life above the mere natural. These
encounters were more real to them than anything else they had ever experienced.

Not all of God’s children have had such radical encounters. One thing for sure, we
cannot make them happen; they come by God’s direction for specific purposes.
However, by giving us so many examples in Scripture and Church history, we must
believe that God can and does encounter His people today in many and various ways,
some subtle and some others in not-so-subtle ways. We must be 1) deeply aware of this,
and 2) make room by prayer for God to act in our lives.

In fact, the truth is this; God is always pressing in on us, but often we block Him out
with our defenses, because we intuitively know that once God becomes real to us by
encounter, we will no longer be in charge of our lives. Our lives will certainly take on a
whole new and different trajectory into the unknown. Fear keeps us from reaching the
greatness we are all called to.

Although some of us will not be knocked over on the road like St. Paul, all are called to
encounter Jesus sacramentally. When we faithfully enter Mass with a pure heart,
confessed of our sins by the sacrament of reconciliation, we open ourselves to the
ultimate encounter of all, Jesus in the Mass. It is possible to go to Mass out of mere
routine, unprepared, and defenses up. But if we go prepared, Jesus will surely
encounter us, and we will go out and change the world around us.
