The Epiphany of the Lord January 4, 2026

Thoughts Shared by Our Pastor... -

Epiphany 2026

My mother, who rarely complained, once said, “Growing old is not for sissies.” Now that [ am
growing old at what seems a rapid rate, I can appreciate her home-spun wisdom. However, the
upside of it all is that it is a blessing to grow old in the Lord and in His Church. In particular, I
have come to appreciate the feast days of the seasons and how they relate to each other.

In quick succession a number of important observances beginning with Christ the King which
ends the past liturgical year, but also sets the stage for Advent which looks forward to the
Nativity of our King Jesus. Within Advent we observe the Immaculate Conception of Mary who
was created by God a pure tabernacle, or temple, to conceive Deity. As I grow older with each
turning of the season the reality of the Kingship of Jesus and His kingdom on earth becomes
more and more vivid and obvious. Before I became Catholic, which in the scheme of things
was not all that long ago, I had no feel for Christ’s Kingdom at all because my spirituality had
mostly to do with me and my own subjective world.

On the other side of Christmas, we immediately observe the feast of St. Stephen, reminding the
Church that she has grown large and splendid by the blood of her holy martyrs who emulate her
Lord’s sacrifice. Then comes Holy Family, which establishes the truth that our salvation is not
an individual affair, but a family affair. If it were not for Mary and Joseph’s “yes,” there would
be no Jesus who taught us to embrace His Father as our Father. We are included in this family
because of our union with Christ our Brother, thereby belonging to His family, having Mary as
our Mother.

Finally, we have Epiphany where we celebrate the revelation of Christ the King to the nations.
In my mind, Christ the King Sunday and Epiphany act as “book-ends” for all the good stuff
packed in between. I invite you all to grow old with me as we experience each passing of this
splendid season together. After all, it takes growing old in age to grow deep and rich in God’s
graces bestowed upon us through the wonderful cycles of our liturgical calendar.
