The Best of Gifts

As T reflect on the season, I have been meditating on the whole concept of gifts and gift-giving. It
seems to me that the best gifts have two qualities. First, the best gifts are a pure surprise and
unexpected. Don’t you like to be surprised by good surpr1ses‘7 To know that you are getting
presents takes away the element of surprise, raises expectations, and things can get very awkward
when these expectations are not met. Now, [ am not advocating the cessation of gift—giving at
Christmas because gifts are expected, thus eliminating the element of surprise. ['m just
contending that the best gifts are unexpected ones because they contain the element of surprise.

The second quality of the best gift is that it is perfectly suited for a person. The receiver is
lacking something that is needed, either in a practical way, a spiritual way, or an aesthetic way.
This does not always mesh with the “felt needs” of the receiver, because the receiver often
doesn’t have a clear idea of their real needs. Hum, this flies in the face of a revered Christmas
tradition of distributing “wish lists.” I hate to burst this sacred bubble, but don’t “wish-lists”
become “expectation lists?” The best gifts are given with a lot of thought by the giver, who really
understands the receiver and fits perfectly with that person. Wish lists tend to make us lazy as
givers and materialistic as receivers.

With regard to Christmas, we see that God has given the world and each one of us the very best
of gifts in Jesus Christ. First of all, He was a total surprise to everyone, even to the Blessed
Mother, who, though perfectly prepared for this divine gift, was surprised by the Angel Gabriel.
He was a surprise to the world, which lay in deep darkness under the authority of Rome, a brutal
empire. True, His origins were very obscure, but He was soon destined to take the whole empire,
even the whole world, by surprise.

God’s gift in Jesus Christ was and is perfectly suited for the world. Jesus Christ is eternal life
wrapped in human flesh. To receive and embrace this gift by faith is to embrace eternal life.
What more could mortals ask for? What is so shocking is that sinful mortals have their own gift
list full of silly toys and diversions, and have no real clue of what they really need. This
Christmas, let us fully embrace Jesus Christ, God’s great gift of eternal life, with joy and
thankfulness!
